VISA Heads (bathrooms for you landlubbers) Progress Report - 
We are all very excited to see this project get started. For those of you that have not gotten the word, 
VISA is going to do the total renovation in this project, no phasing. There will be some inconveniences for 
members, but the end result will be worth it. It’s kind of like a drifter day on the lake, you know the wind 
will come sometime, just be patient. We will be providing progress reports in each Mainsheet issue. A 
contract has been signed with CEP Ltd, Carl Perdue, who is coincidentally a fine sailor, for work to begin 
no later than 1 Jan. Completion is scheduled for 1 April. Along with all the renovations that you saw in the 
posted plans, we are also going to improve our well/water system by installing under the deck a large 
holding tank and filter system to give us the volume and pressure we need for the new facilities. This 
water system improvement has been needed for many years and we are pleased it can be included.  
A few items of pre-construction note - the flag locker will be eliminated so the RC equipment, boat 
electronics, and boxes of glass trophies have been relocated to the storage under the deck; the 
beverages were relocated to the housekeeping storeroom; the housekeeping storeroom has been 
reorganized to accommodate the relocated hot water heater. The VISA Ranger 23 gear and sails that 
was under the deck has been relocated to another closet under the deck.  
A few do’s and don’ts during construction - Major electrical work is involved and the power to all 
portions of the facilities will be shut off at selected times. There will be no water supply to the club; the 
heads will be off limits to club members; the usually winterized toilets will not be operational, you may 
use the contractor’s portable toilet. His crews will not be using the clubhouse. His crew will have access 
to the small kitchen and may use the appliances for warming, not preparing, their lunch. The deck will be 
available to members except for those small areas where the contractor may store new fixtures and 
materials. He will have access to the storeroom for relocating the hot water heater. His contract requires 
a clean and safe work site. For your safety, do not enter the work area.
